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The following is the primer policy for regularly scheduled NCPS pistol matches. Primers 
are given out in the 6 divisions in USPSA: Open, Limited, Limited 10, Production, 
Revolver, and Single Stack, based on the number of competitors in your division.   

Primers will also be given out for the Rifle division based, on the number of rifle 
competitors. The difference between the pistol divisions and the rifle division is that all 
rifle competitors will be registered with a rifle class of unclassified (U).  

Primers will be available at the conclusion of each match. It is the responsibility of the 
competitor to pick up their primers at the conclusion of each match or at the next 
regularly scheduled NCPS pistol match. Primers not picked up become the property of 
NCPS. 

For Divisions With More Than 5 Competitors:

  

Division winner    1000 primers 

For classes with 3 or more competitors  
1st in class    500 primers  
2nd in class    300 primers  
3rd in class    200 primers 

For classes with 2 competitors  
1st in class    300 primers  
2nd in class    200 primers 

For classes with 1 competitor  
1st in class    200 primers 

Note: The division winner will receive 1000 primers in place of any 1st in class award. 

For Divisions With Less Than Or Exactly 5 Competitors:

  

For divisions with 3 to 5 competitors  
1st in division    500 primers  
2nd in division   300 primers  
3rd in division    200 primers 

For divisions with 2 competitors  
1st in division    300 primers  
2nd in division   200 primers 

For divisions with 1 competitor  
1st in division    200 primers
